The term “Cultural Diversity” refers to a range of different societies or peoples with different origins, religions and traditions all living and interacting together. 
Throughout its long history Britain has benefited from diversity and is currently one of the most culturally diverse countries in the world. The food we eat, the music we listen to, and the clothes we wear have all been influenced by different cultures coming into Britain for centuries from countries across the world. Britons have benefitted from this cultural diversity in many ways including the food we eat today - the first curry on a menu in Britain was in 1773! 

 

The English language is based on the languages spoken by Anglo-Saxons, Scandinavian Vikings and Norman French invaders, with words added from the languages of other immigrants over the years. 
 

In Britain today there is an estimated 'ethnic minority' population of just over 4 million. Britain is rich in cultural heritage; but the value in this diversity is sometimes not fully understood or seen. 

   

Today valuing our diverse culture nationally and more locally is all about understanding and respecting each others beliefs, values and ways of life. It is about supporting individuals to keep their cultural traditions alive and appreciating the fact that all these different cultural traditions enrich British life and help communities to get on well together.

It is not always immediately apparent why people do things the way they do, or why an individual might be disadvantaged by what some people may see as “equality neutral” or what you can do differently to avoid creating barriers for groups of people.
This one day course will help you to understand the rich cultural diversity of Britain today so that whatever your role or the services you provide you are better equipped to understand and meet the needs of the people in your communities.
